Book Review
Ficusthe Exotic Bonsai
By Jerry Meidlik

Have a ficus question? Should you ever defoliate? How do you
shape and style a ficus? Ficus the Exotic Bonsai is perhaps the
most comprehensive work on the subject of Ficus used as bonsai.
The author outlines the Ficus (Fig) family and which varieties are
hest suited for bonsai. The section on indoor care is especially
helpful since in the RMBS zone our trees have to be moved indoors
or into a greenhouse from September to May.

The book is outlined in such a way that the reader can easily read
the whole book or pick out a helpful section at a time. Each sec-
tion has helpful tips on making this species the best it can be.
Meislik draws from his vast experience in proving instruction on how
to develop aerial roots. | found this section especially insightful.

The book has great pictures so as the author describes each section
there are pictorial illustrations on each subject. For example, when
he writes of grafting techniques it is easy to follow, as he shows
what he is explaining. If you have a Ficus this book is well worth
the two hours it will take you to read .

Not only is Ficus the Exotic Bonsai in the RMBS library but Jerry is
coming in September!
