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GROWING BONSAI UNDER LIGHTS

Growing bonsai under lights is simple, interesting and exciting. It's a great way to fulfill your bonsai enthusi-
asm right through the winter months. Every lamp is a potential garden spot.

Lamplight, used in conjunction with daylight (light from a window) with the lamp properly placed, will keep

your plants from turning their backs on you. The site should be cool and well ventilated with temperatures ideally be-
tween 50° and 70° F.

Understanding the principles involved will eliminate any doubts about growing indoor under lights. Combin-
ing fluorescent tubes and incandescent bulbs in a ratio of 3 watts of incandescent bulbs in a ratio of three watts of

fluorescent to one watt of incandescent will allow you to grow your plants without the benefit of daylight. This is con-
sidered balanced lighting.

Fluorescent tubes emit the rays of the blue part of the spectrum and the incandescent bulbs supplies the
needed rays in the red end of the spectrum. You produce ideal conditions for plant growth when these two are prop-
erly combined, but plants can be grown for considerable periods under either a fluorescent tube or an incandescent
bulb.

The blue light promotes foliage growth and the red light encourages flowering. Expansive Grow Lites have
this color combinations, and they are expensive ($1 per fluorescent versus $10-12 per Grow Lite). Fluorescent lamps
are easier to use because the leaves of plants can be close to a tube without being shriveled by the heat. The closer
to the bulb, the higher the light intensity. In a case where some supplemental heat is needed without the need of air

movement, the addition of incandescent bulbs would serve a dual purpose. Seedlings are best grown under fluores-
cent tubes alone, because they are actually foliage plants.

Of the many different kinds of fluorescent tubes manufactured, only three are adapted for growing plants un- .
der lights: those known as daylight, coolwhite and white. White gives more light, which is preferred in the use of .
growing seedlings. Coolwhite emits more blue rays and is better to use for balanced lighting in conjunction with in- .
candescent bulbs. To a degree, balanced lighting can be approached by using an equal number of coolwhite with y
white when it is impossible to use incandescent or natural daylight. i
In any installation there are two or more ways of increasing light intensity: 1) you can add more lights; 2) :

grow your plants closer to the lights; or 3) add light reflective materials above, below and on the sides. Where some
plants are shaded by others and reflective material won't do, add spot lighting.

Foliage plants grow well with an equal length of day and night (termed day neutral) and as well with a longer
day than night (termed long day). Generally a flowering plant will do better in a long day, but there are some that
need the short day and depend on the period of darkness while its buds are forming (poinsettias and freesias).

All plants thrive on regularity, so it is important to be consistent with your lighting as well as watering and fer-
tilizing. Night temperatures are far more important than we realize. A range of 50° to 70° F is ideal. Plants gather
their needs during the day and utilize them during the night. This process is helped by the cool temperature during
the night. When it is possible, follow this natural procedure. A twelve to fourteen hour day has given me satisfactory

results with azalea, serissa, Kingsville boxwood, Ficus benjamina and nerifolia, bougainvillea, and Chinese plum in
both cuttings and seed propagation.
