and safety in your house, shelf life of chemicals, (both sprays and systemic),
and recourses available through your local cooperative extension service.

Best Bonsai in the U.S.?

Do Rocky Mountain Bonsai Society members have some of best bonsai in
the U.S.? Someone seems to think so. Seven of our members' trees were
featured in a recent photographic exhibit entitled "Best in the US" at the Pa-
cific Rim Bonsai Collection in Federal Way, Washington. The chosen
trees were Darell Havener's Amur Maple, Alan Hills' Larch, Larry Jackel's
Colorado Blue Spruce, Bob & Mary Kataoka's Ponderosa Pine, Les Si-
roky's Chinese Elm, Charlie Sisk's Cypress and Harold & Marcia Sasaki's
Japanese White Pine. This is more trees from RMBS than from any other
bonsai society in America. According to David DeGroot, the collection's
curator, "Our autumn 2006 'Best in the US' exhibit is the first in a series in-
tended to showcase trees from various areas of the country at the same
time and at a single venue. In a way, each exhibit will be a sort of snapshot
of where Bonsai is, in terms of location and in terms of advancement as an
art. The clubs and individuals who have participated in this inaugural dis-
play are pioneers in this effort, willing to make an important effort to share
their work and vision with a broad audience, and to inspire others to do like-
wise."  An exhibit catalog is being placed in our club library for members
to review. The photography under the direction of last year's show chair-
man, Larry Jackel, is excellent. We have been both honored and chal-
lenged. Let us, as a club, continue to provide good programs for our mem-
bers and reach out to the public with good shows. Let us, as individuals,
