Native Pines Native Pine as Bonsai

There are five pines native
to Colorado

Bristlecone Pines

Pinus aristata

Bristlecone pines also

called Foxtail pines are

found from 7,000 to

13,000 feet in CO. Nee-

dles feature grey resin spots. Due to their extremely
slow growth they can be a challenge for show quality
bonsai.

Limber Pines

Pinus flexilis

The Limber features 5 needles and

is in the white pine family. Asit’s

name would indicate smaller

branches often return to the origi-

nal shape after wire is removed;

otherwise, their compact needles

make them great bonsai material.

They tend to be found in 5,000 to Larry Jackel’s Limber Pine from 2005 RMBS Show

11,000 feet elevations.

Lodgepole Pines Pinus contorta

These slender trunk pines grow very closely together in
the forest often as tall at 150 ft. They tend to be found
in elevations over 8,000 feet.

Ponderosa Pines

Pinus ponderosa
Ponderosa is the most com-
mon pine in Colorado and most
collected for bonsai. Hand-
some plated bark which turns
an orange tint with age. Some
say the orange tint occurs
when a tree nears 100 years of
age. Needles tend to grow
longer in bonsai cultivation
with too much fertilization.
Ponderosa is found from 5,000
to 9,000 feet elevation.

Pinon Pines Pinus edulis

Pinon is the most compact of the native pines. With it's
horizontal branching (two needle) is often no taller than
10 to 20 feet. Found at 4,000 to 9,000 feet in some of
the more arid mountainous areas of Colorado. Harder to

collect in that it will more likely be found in sandstone Ponderosa in 2005 RMBS Show
than in granite. The delicious pine nut is from the Pinon! (Sorry | do not know the owner of this tree)
