Preparing for Winter! 

Cold Frames Really Work

Last year, then RMBS President Don Osborn chal-
lenged any of the group who were extolling the 
virtues of a using a cold frame to back up their 
raves with some local data to see how effective 
Cold Frames really are in the Colorado climate 
(Zone 5).  I took the challenge! The next week I 
went to the local home improvement center and 
purchased a deluxe multi-station thermometer. 

First of all let me describe my rather poorly made 
cold frame.  It is approximately 6 feet long 5 feet 
wide and 24 inches below the outside soil level. 
(Call before you dig:-) The cold frame is up against 
the north foundation of my house.  Consequently is 
cement foundation on one side and treated two by 
eight material on the other three sides. I have clear 
corrugated fiberglass screwed and patched onto the 
hinged door.  I placed about three inches of sand in 
the bottom to assist with drainage. There is no insu-

lation on the inside and plenty of cracks.  (I had 
been warned against air tight cold frames and the 
danger of fungus, etc.) 

I placed a sensor near the bottom of my cold frame 
and attached a sensor outside of the cold frame on 
my the side of my house facing the same direction 
as the cold frame.  The pots are covered in mulch 
up to the bottom branch.  (I place any non-cold
